Important Safety Precautions

Make sure you have a clear ungerstanding cf all basic shop safety practices and that you are wearng aporopnala clothing and
using satety equipment. When performing any service task be especaally careful of the following

Foliow the procedures and precautions in this
manual carafully

= Read all of the instructions belore you begin. and make sure you have the tools, the replacement or repair parts, and the skills
required to perform the tasks safely and campletely

= Protect your eyes oy using proper salety glasses. goggles or lace shields any tme you hammer_dnll, gring, pry or work around
pressurized air or hquids, and springs or other stored-energy cempanents If there 15 any doubt, pul cn eye protection

* Use other protective wear when necessary. ‘or exampie gloves or salety shoes Handling hot or sharp parls can cause severe
burns or cuts. Belore you grab scmething that looks like it can hurt you slop and put on gloves

* Protect yoursell and others whenever you have the vehicie up in the ar Any time you lift the vehicle. either with a hoist or a jack,
make sure that it 1s aways securely supported. Use jack stands

Make sure the engine s off before you begin any servicing procedures, unless the instruction tells you ta do otherwase
This will help eliminate several potential hazards:

» Carton monoxide poisoning from engine exhaust Be sure there is acequate ventilaton whenever you run the engine
* Burns from hot parts or coclant. Let the engine and exhaus! system cool befere working in those areas
* Injury from moving pars. If the instruction tells you to run the engine, be sure your hands, fingers and clotning are out of the way

Gasoline vapors and hydrogen gases trom battenes are explosive. To reduce the passibility of a fire or explosion, be carelul when
warking around gasoline ar batteries

* Use only a nonfiammable solvent. not gasaline, 1o clean parts
= Never drain or store gasoline in an open container

» Keep all cigareltes sparks and flames away from the battery and all tuel-related parts
